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To Bee, or not to Bee . . . that is the question
by Nicola Broadsmith

I’ve been watching the bees a lot lately. They’re such busy
little critters. It may sound melodramatic, but without bees |
we would all die.
Actually, that’s true! Why? Bees are absolutely vital for
pollination. In fact they are a “keystone” speues A Cornell |
University study in 2006 showed that in the USA, $14
billion-worth of seed and crops were dependent on bees for
pollination; in the UK that figure was £200 million. Without
bees, plants are in jeopardy!
Over the past century, bees have become more prone to disease ... and numbers
are declining. You may have heard of Colony Collapse Disorder (CCD). This is
a huge issue in the USA in particular. Industrial-scale fruit farming needs
hundreds of hives, which are transported vast distances from field to field.
Stressed out, bombarded with electro-magnetic waves from mobile phone
masts, consuming the nectar, pollen and corn syrup from genetically-modified
crops, blasted with pesticides and
' herbicides, attacked by varroa mite .
’ there are many theories explaining the
' plevalence of CCD. The single thread
that connects all of these hypotheses
is that the bees’ poor little immune
systems are shot to pieces!
\ Here in the UK, did you know that
<" | 25% of the 256 native bee species are
' | listed as endangered? Your garden is
| “now the principal habitat for many
species of wild bee” according to The
- Ecologist.
There are several ways that you and I can help:
1. Grow the types of plants that bees like - the RHS has several downloadable
plant guides if you need inspiration!
a. Early-flowering plants are especially good for newly-emerged queen bees
who hibernate over winter.
b. Herbs and ‘cottage-garden’ plants are always a good choice! Pop down to
Care In The Garden for a good selection.
c. Avoid double-flowering types.
d. Bees especially need June-flowering plants.
e. Aim for a variety of nectar-rich plants throughout the year.
2. Bees need water . . . but they can’t swim. A gravel-filled dish of water will
allow them to drink without danger of drowning.
3. Leave the weeds! This may be tough, but bees love dandelions!
4. Reduce the use of pesticides/herbicides - try more natural methods of pest and
weed control where possible.
5. Hedges and sheltered areas of longer grass make good nesting places for
solitary bees and bumblebees.
6. Why not make a recycled “bee house’!?
7. The IW BeeKeepers Association (IWBKA) run training sessions for new
beekeepers at the IWBKA Teaching Apiary at Quarr Abbey.
8. If you have a honey bee swarm, there are several IWBKA swarm collectors.

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“I’ve set fire to the hedge!” by Jo Cooper

It was a particularly hot Easter Monday, Carolyn, Daddy and I were in the
garage. He was showing us what a lathe did. Suddenly Mummy’s worried
face appeared at the window in front of us.

My sister Carolyn was sent to phone the
fire brigade. The fire raged ferociously. A whole section of the hedge was
full of smoke. As I watched there was a gentle puff of wind which cleared
the smoke and I saw a strong red fire burning fiercely. The pampas grass
in front of the hedge was also engulfed with red flames. I loved staring into
a warm friendly fire in the sitting room in winter time. This was an angry

fire. I went indoors out of the way. Mummy got three buckets, and filling |

one while the other bucket was left to fill by itself in the kitchen sink, she
ran down the garden carrying the precious water to Daddy.

Carolyn came into the garden. She looked apprehensive. She relayed a
message from the fire brigade to Mummy. She spoke clearly: “The fire
brigade are busy with a heath fire at Brading and ask if we can manage?”
Carolyn had proudly told them that her Daddy had been a fireman in the
war, | watched from the safety of the sitting room. Daddy was up the
ladder emptying the water onto the source of the fire, while Mummy ran

up and down the garden carrying buckets of water.

At one stage | went to my bedroom
and on my knees prayed to God for
help. The firefighting went on for a
while and then the tempo slackened
as the fire died down and eventually
was out. My professional firefight-
ing Daddy, still up the top of the
| ladder, damped down the remains of
3 the hedge.

= air is very dry and it might ignite
: Lt W again,” he explained. “But all is
well Carolyn Wlll you tell the fire brigade please?”
Carolyn returned to the phone: “My Daddy has put out the fire and he said
to tell you that all is well.” A while later the family came together at the
site of incident. Daddy had his arms around Mummy who had black
smudges on her cheeks and nose. I looked at the new hole in the hedge. All
that was left were blackened branches on two trunks. The hedge was still
green on either side of the damaged hole and through this gap there was
now a clear view of the field on the other side.
“We’re just going down to the church,” Carolyn announced and we
wandered out of the garden. This visit was nothing to do with thanking
God for our deliverance; it was to simply play on the tombstones.

In case you hadn’t noticed, regular church services
continue in Wootton, as they have for a thousand years
or more. Of course, the services themselves are not like
those of a thousand (or even 50) years ago; the Church,
surprisingly perhaps, moves with the times. What does
not change is that human beings always need spiritual
renewal and refreshment. It is often easier to find those
things in the company of others rather than on our own.
The Church is a household of faith, and everyone in it,
whether they have been coming all their lives or are
with us for the very first time, is of equal value and
equally loved.

In the household of faith there are chores to be done.
Each service probably requires several dozen different
jobs to be completed even before the Minister arrives. I
wonder whether the almost universal preference for
sitting at the back is in part due to a desire not to be
noticed and lumbered with a job or two. If so, it is not a
good plan; the Churchwarden who will be handing out
jobs usually also sits at the back . . .

But suppose, just suppose, that the job you were asked to
do was not lighting the altar candles or polishing the
collection plate, but actually leading the service?

Leading services is what we have the clergy for,
surely? Well, yes and no. While the Church requires
that some services are led by ordained clergy, many
can be, and here in Wootton regularly are, led by lay
people.

Partly, this is because there are fewer clergy than
there once were. As you will know, we now share our
parish priest with Binstead and Havenstreet, and
Veronica can’t be in three places at once. Much more
importantly, we lay people get involved because
everyone in the church, lay or ordained, shares in its
ministry, so everyone has jobs to do. And what those
jobs actually are can turn out to be a real surprise.
If you are going to do a job, it’s a good idea to get
some training. Perhaps foolishly, I recently put my
name down for a Worship Leader course. Even
before the training was finished, my name was on the
service rota (Veronica was a project manager in
industry before she was ordained, and doesn’t miss a
trick). Having now led some services, I have learned
that it is both scary and rewarding, and very different
from doing just one part of the service, like reading
a lesson or saying the prayers.
